Please read all rules at the front of the fair
book.

No hogs can be entered in both open class and
4H/FFA.

However, under no circumstances may swine, under
quarantine, be entered. Only swine, not showing
signs of infectious, contagious, and/or communicable
diseases, will be allowed to show. Ideal weight is 230
to 295 pounds. Classes will be broken after all entries
are weighed.
