YQCA - Required for all Livestock Exhibitors

YQCA, or Youth for the Quality Care of Animals, will be offered on May 29 & June 12. Participants
must register in advance.

YQCA is an annual education and certification program focused on food safety, animal well-being
and character awareness for youth ages 8 to 21 who produce and/or show pigs, beef cattle, dairy
cattle, sheep, goats, rabbits, and poultry.
The program has been designed by extension specialists and national livestock program managers
to ensure it is accurate, current and relevant to the needs of the animal industry and shows and is
appropriate for youth.

This training will be delivered in the form of an interactive lecture with slides provided by YQCA.
Participants will be expected to pay attention to the presentation and interact as appropriate.
Following the training, all youth who participated will receive a certificate from YQCA that will meet
the Fremont 4-H Expo, Dodge County Fair, and Nebraska State Fair requirement for youth quality
assurance training.

Youth can also select the online version of training at yqcaprogram.org - the cost is $12.00.

Animal ID Sheets are due by June 15 to make any animal eligible for Fremont 4-H Expo, Dodge
County Fair, or Nebraska State Fair. Animals requiring ID include:

Horse (due June 1 for State 4-H Horse Expo, due June 15 for Dodge County Fair)
Beef - Including Bucket & Feeder Calf, Market & Breeding, Cow/Calf Pairs, County Bred & Fed
Dairy - Including Cattle & Goat
Sheep - Including Market & Breeding
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Goat - Including Market/Meat & Breeding, Dairy
Rabbit
Swine - Including Market & Breeding

Any members planning to exhibit livestock at the Nebraska State Fair must complete the
appropriate livestock identification and nomination requirements by June 15. This process makes
an individual animal eligible for entry at the State Fair.

Nebraska 4-H Livestock Achievement Program
This opportunity for livestock project youth is designed to promote all educational aspects of 4-H
livestock projects including selection, production, leadership, and exhibition by recognizing youth
striving to improve in their livestock project knowledge and leadership.
The program recognizes Members of Excellence across all 4-H livestock project areas, including:
beef, sheep, meat goat, swine, dairy cattle, dairy goat, rabbit, and poultry.

The program consists of two levels that require 4-H members to plan and report a broad range of
age-appropriate and project-related accomplishments. For each level, the Livestock Achievement
Program provides a list of accomplishments from which 4-H members choose their goals. Each
accomplishment is worth a specific number of points. Intermediates, ages 10-13, must complete
100 points worth of activities to receive the distinction of Intermediate Member of Excellence.
Seniors, ages 14-18, must complete 150 points worth of activities to receive the distinction of
Senior Member of Excellence. The Plan and Reports, linked on the webpage, show examples of the
project related accomplishments they can choose, or they can identify their own with approval of
their local educator.

Applications/Sign up are due June 15th through the link on the website. Plan and Reports, as well
as Project Records will be due August 1st by submitting as attachments to an email sent to
4hlivestockachievement@unl.edu.

Youth completing the achievement program and receiving member of excellence recognition in the
various species will be recognized during the Parade of Champions, 4-H weekend at the Nebraska
State Fair.
