Application & Policies for 2024 
 
The Phelps County 4-H Foundation has established at least one $1000, one-year scholarship to 

be awarded to a student in the process of attaining a higher education.  This scholarship may be 

awarded one time per person.  The scholarship will be paid to the designated school in the 

recipient’s name in two payments at the beginning of two consecutive semesters. This 

scholarship will be good at any accredited University, College, Technical or Vocational school. 

No additional pages may be added to this application form. 
 

1.   Applicant must be a current or past member of the Phelps County 4-H Program. 

 
2.   Applicant must be a current student in a post-secondary school of higher learning. 

 
3.   Applicant must have completed at least one year of post-secondary education and be 

entering their sophomore year of a field of study or beyond or be pursuing a graduate 

degree. 

 
4.   The recipient must have earned a minimum grade point average of 2.0 on a 4.0 scale.  A  

A transcript must be provided for GPA and enrollment confirmation. 

 
5.   The recipient may be a traditional or non-traditional student. 

 
6.   The recipient may be a full or part-time student. 

 
7.   The applicant will be required to include a brief description of their present activities. 

Include information on church, school, community, or other volunteer activities in which 

the applicant is involved. 

 
8.   The applicant shall include a short essay describing how 4-H prepared them for where 

they are today, why they chose their field of study and a description of their future career 

goals. 

 
9.   The application is to be accompanied by two (2) recommendation forms.  The forms are 

to be sent directly to the Phelps County 4-H Foundation Scholarship committee; the 

address included on the forms.  Recommendation forms are included in the application. 

 
10.  To be complete, the application must include: 

• Transcript from current school (#4 above) 

• Brief description of current activities (#7 above) 

• Essay on how 4-H has helped the applicant (#8 above) 

• Two letters of recommendation (#9 above)
